You may have read some of our Council minutes and saw mention of an Asset Management Program. Municipalities must report on their tangible capital assets.  The reporting of tangible capital assets will reflect in the financial statements.  This is a new Provincial initiative that will start to be implemented in 2009. You will be receiving your reassessment in the mail soon from the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC). One of the items that came out of the Ombudsman report was a phasing in of assessment changes to alleviate major impacts and if your assessment has increased it will be phased in over 4 years. Council and Staff are currently in the process of applying for the Building Canada Fund Grant which has many limitations on programs allowed. Council will be focusing on the municipal road infrastructure aspect.





Council, though very disheartened by the vandalism that took place at the heated change room trailer at the Dunchurch Pavilion last season, has decided to try this once more in order not to penalize those who do respect municipal property. A new key issuance policy is currently being drafted. Please be reminded that this is a privilege that can and will be revoked should such vandalism continue. OPP will continue to patrol the area randomly.





Farleys Road Bridge Update - Though it did come in over the budgeted amount by $27,454.50 Council was able to proceed due to receiving an additional amount of infrastructure funding this fall from the Province.

By-Law Enforcement





There has been an escalation in the number of complaints received regarding the following by-laws:





Clean Yards – Residents are reminded about By-Law No. 34-2000 pertaining to property clean ups. This includes derelict, un-plated vehicles.


Landfill – Leaving your garbage at the gate creates a potential hazard for everyone, increasing operating costs for the landfill sites and after the bears and raccoons tear through the garbage it is an unsightly mess. $300.00 fines will continue to be issued.


Noise – Fines for noise violations will be increased from $125.00 to $200.00 for 2009.


Fuel-Powered Generators - Council wishes to remind seasonal and permanent residents to respect your neighbours’ rights. We recommend that their use be limited to daylight hours, or alternately, erecting a noise dampering structure to eliminate all noise that could reach neighbouring properties as per By-Law No. 32-2000.


Trailers – Please be reminded that By-Law 25-2001 outlines restrictions for trailers within the Municipality.


Building – Any building without a permit is in contravention of By-Law No. 30-2005 and the Building Code Act S.O. 1992 Section 8-(1). Residents are encouraged to make an anonymous call to report any contraventions.

Whitestone Implements an At-Home Composting Pilot Program





The Council of the Municipality of Whitestone has entered into a pilot project with the Hagerman Ratepayers Association to supply one composting unit to each household within the Municipality of Whitestone at a reduced cost. This pilot project will kick off with the purchase of 50 units. When the 50 units are sold, Council will then re-visit the project.





Composting packages will be sold on a 1st come 1st serve basis, the cost of which will be divided three ways between HRA, Whitestone and the ratepayer for a total of $20.00 each. Composting packages consist of one (1) 11 cubic foot rugged plastic composter kit and one (1) kitchen composter. Such units can be purchased normally at approximately $75.00 retail.
